New PBC Roller Hockey Rule Changes

GOAL DIFFERENTIAL:  Any team that gets up by 5 goals during a game must remove a skater and continue the game with only 3 skaters as long as they maintain a 5 goal lead. If at any time the goal differential dips below 5, the leading team will be able to return a 4th skater on the rink. If a team is called for a penalty during the time they are using 3 skaters, they will not be further penalized. That player should report to the box, but another player will be allowed to take his place on the rink.

SUBSTITUTES: All teams are entitled to have 6 players (4 skaters + goalie + plus 1 sub), for the games. If a team is short, they can pick up a substitute player(s) from another team to get them up to 6. The substitute must be someone who is registered with PBC and playing in your division, and should be no better than the best player you’re missing. You should clear the substitute with the other coach.

RAINOUTS:  If a game gets rained out prior to the 3rd period, the game will resume with  the last full period played (i.e, if the game gets rained out in the middle of the 2nd, we pick back up at the start of the 2nd, and any 2nd period scores are wiped out. If it rains in the 3rd period, it’s an official game.
